
DAY 1  RENMARK TO HALLS GAP: Thursday 03 May 2018         

Welcome to our 7 day tour to the Grampians and Mount Gambier. Today is a travel day and after loading up we’re off, 
crossing the border, following the Murray River and in to the wheat belt of country Victoria.  Up until recently there has not 
been a lot to see through this area but thanks to some very creative personalities this is virtually an outdoor art gallery on a 
massive scale.  Lascelles is home to the 30 metre high Silo mural of a local couple by artist Rone.   We stop for lunch at 
Hopetoun and then continue to Brim where we marvel at the work of Guido van Helten who depicts four characters on the 
iconic Australian structures – wheat silos.  Passing through Sheep Hills we can see a third instalment of the trail, created by 
world renowned street artist Adnate, depicting members of the Barengi Gadjun community.  The whisper of this trail 
certainly travelled a long way when Russian artist Julia Volchkova decided Rupanyup was where she wanted to make her 
mark!  After a fascinating journey we arrive at Halls Gap where we enjoy dinner and settle in for the next three nights.  The 
motel is nestled in a peaceful valley and boasts views of natural bushland and is central to the National Park.  Kangaroos and 
native wildlife are often seen in close proximity to the motel.  (Pub lunch in Hopetoun / dinner at the motel)

DAY 2  EXPLORING THE GRAMPIANS: Friday 04 May 2018        

Our motel is just outside the township of Halls Gap, nestled in a peaceful valley with views of natural bushland and is 
central to the spectacular Grampians National Park. Kangaroos and native wildlife are often seen in close proximity to the 
motel. We have breakfast and some free time around the motel before making our way to the nearby, award winning, 
Brambuk Aboriginal Cultural Centre. This is the best place to start our tour of the Grampians (Gariwerd) National Park as it 
explains the Park’s exceptional environment and Aboriginal Culture. We then head into Halls Gap and visit the Grampians 
Visitors Centre before some free time in the village to buy some lunch. This afternoon we take a drive to Silverband Falls 
just south of Halls Gap. There is a gentle undulating track from Silverband car park to the base of these unusual falls, where 
a silver bank of water moves over mossy rocks, disappears underground and then reappears downstream. After a relaxing 
day we return to the motel. (Breakfast and dinner in the motel / Lunch own arrangements and cost)  

DAY 3: THE NORTHERN GRAMPIANS: Saturday 05 May 2018        

Our touring this morning takes us to several of the best lookouts in the northern part of the National Park – Boroka Lookout, 
Reids Lookout and McKenzie Falls – all easily accessible and all with sensational views.  The area is likened to a giant 
botanical garden, filled with one third of Victoria’s fauna. In fact Major Thomas Mitchell, when he first visited the area in 
1836 as the Surveyor General of New South Wales, was apparently speechless at the imposing sight that met his gaze from 
the top of what we now know as Mount William. Morning tea will be supplied at one of these stops from the coach. The 
drive is quite slow as we head across to the western side of the Park for lunch at the delightful Wander Inn & Artist Studio. 
There is art and craft and some delightful gardens to enjoy after lunch. Our afternoon stop, on the way back to Halls Gap is

7 DAY GRAMPIANS & MT GAMBIER TOUR 



DAY 4:  HEADING TO MT GAMBIER: Sunday 06 May 2018         

We farewell our hosts this morning, drive along the eastern side of the National Park and then via the Victoria Valley Road, 
for some great views of the Southern Grampians. Our morning stop is at a delightful private garden - Toora West – at 
Glenthompson. With the Grampians as a backdrop, Toora West is a softly informal garden which extends for 2 hectares (5 
acres). Soft blue wisteria (Wisteria sinensis) intermingled with pink wisteria (Wisteria floribunda) is draped along the 
verandas and the pale pink clematis (Clematis montana) flowers abundantly up and along the veranda post. Some time ago 
it was featured on Burke’s Backyard. Lunch today is at nearby Wickliffe. Here we visit Narrapumelap - an impressive French 
Gothic Mansion. Its original owner, John Dixon Wyselaskie (1818-1883) was a successful pastoralist and a philanthropist. We 
have time here for a tour and lunch before continuing on via Dunkeld to Hamilton. Here we enjoy a visit to the Sir Reginald 
Ansett Transport Museum, celebrating Hamilton as the birthplace of Ansett Airlines. The original hangar for Ansett Airlines 
of Australia has been used to create a museum dedicated to the history of Sir Reginald Ansett's contribution to the 
Australian transport industry. We continue on through Digby to arrive at our next destination – Mount Gambier. (Breakfast 
and dinner in the motel / Light lunch at Narrapumelap)

DAY 5:  MT GAMBIER: Monday 07 May 2018           

Our first visit this morning is to the Blue Lake Visitors Centre where we will meet our guide for a tour of the Blue Lake 
Pumping Station. We hear a fascinating story with comprehensive information about this most unique volcano, its folklore 
& legends, mysterious annual colour change, wildlife and facts about the water supply of the city of Mt Gambier. We will 
even hear about the antics of Adam Lindsay Gordon – a well-known national poet who was also an accomplished horseman 
and leading steeplechase jockey. He almost came to grief one day at the Blue Lake! From here we visit Umpherston Cave - a 
sinkhole that has been landscaped with terraced gardens close to the city centre. It is an impressive garden with palm trees 
reaching to the sky and plants hanging over the edges of the sinkhole. We head into town for some free time to purchase 
lunch before our afternoon visit to the National Trust Old Court House, built in 1865. This captivating limestone and 
dolomite building still has the original courtroom furniture. We view the judge’s chambers, inspect the cells and view 
photographic representations of past events. We now make our way back to our motel to enjoy some free time before 
dinner.  (Breakfast and dinner in the motel / lunch own arrangements and cost)   

DAY 6: GLENELG RIVER NATIONAL PARK: Tuesday 08 May 2018       

We have some free time this morning before we make our way to Nelson just over the Victorian border where the beautiful 
Glenelg River flows through the Lower Glenelg National Park, entering the Southern Ocean.  The very best way to see the 
national park is by boat and so today we have arranged a river cruise to see this dramatic region.  After a fabulous cruise and 
a great lunch we take a drive to Port MacDonnell and the Cape Northumberland Heritage and Nature Park.  This is South 
Australia’s most southerly point and is a rugged coastline with natural vegetation uninterrupted views and an historical 
lighthouse site. Our afternoon stop is at Dingley Dell – the one time home of Adam Lindsay Gordon. We will be entertained 
by the curator here – a self-confessed Adam Lindsay Gordon fanatic! We will hear some of his poetry and see the restored 
cottage in which he lived. From here we return to Mt Gambier.  (Breakfast and dinner in the motel / luncheon cruise)   

the unusual – and very Australian – Old Dadswell Town. It’s located at Dadswell Bridge and run by Jenny and Max Green. Its 
an old style Australian town that they have recreated on their 280 acre property on the edge of the Grampians. It will be bit 
of fun as we take a look at Madam X’s Bordello, Mad Max’s Garage and Robbie’s Barber Shop. There is also a Post Office and 
Bank, a General Store, a Bakery and the Town Hall. A Devonshire tea will be served before we return to the Grampians 
Motel. (Breakfast and dinner in the motel / Wander Inn & Studio)

DAY 7: PENOLA  TO RENMARK: Wednesday 09 May 2018         

We bid farewell to our hosts this morning as we make our way home.  Just 50 kilometres north of Mount Gambier is the 
delightful village of Penola - home of the Blessed Mary Mackillop, recently canonised as Australia’s first saint.  The town was 
established in the 1850’s and has a colourful history. Fortunately a lot of this history has been preserved and is on display 
along Petticoat Lane and throughout the Mary MacKillop Interpretative Centre.  We see and hear the story of the co-
founders of the Institute of the Sisters of St Joseph of the Sacred Heart – initially to provide a Catholic education for poor, 
isolated and rural children. The Mary MacKillop Interpretative Centre brings together the other buildings on the site – the 
School House, the Church, Shrine and Old Convent around a central square and a reflective pool that adds stillness and peace 
to this special site. Adjacent to the Interpretative Centre is Petticoat Lane. This intriguing heritage site portrays the pioneer 
living standards of the 1890’s. The story of Christopher Sharam, his wife and 15 children is detailed at a site just behind the 
original slab hut cottage. After we complete our touring in Penola we hit the road again travelling through Bordertown and 
along the Ngarkat Highway that bisects the Ngarkat Conservation Area, noted for its wildlife and vast Mallee landscape. We 
stop for lunch at Pinnaroo and from here it’s straight home, arriving late-afternoon at the end of our exciting 7 day holiday! 
(Breakfast at the motel / lunch at the Pinnaroo Bakery and Café)
